6. Player's Participation in National Championship (Effective from April 2020) 

 

(i)    Each Selected Player who has been representing in the National Championship shall be 

paid Rs.2500/- as conveyance charges. 

(ii) The player shall be eligible and can apply for Concessional 3AC Class Train from home 

town to Championship and back. 

 

(iii) The normal entry fee for the National Championship shall be borne by the organizer of 

the state championship. 
 

(iv) Dress Code: Minimum 2 T-Shirts each (with the Association name) shall be supplied to 

all the players who are representing the state. For the normal entry the Association shall bear 

the cost and Special entry the the cost of the T-shirts shall be collected from the concerned 

player.
